P.B.A. to Weigh Accord

Delegates of the Patrolmen’s Benev-
olent Association are scheduled to
meet at 11 A.M. Thursday at the Holi-
day Inn, 440 Wet 57th Street, to con-
sider the proposed collective bargain-
ing agreement with the city. Details of
the recommendations made by the spe-
cial mediator, Michael 1. Sovern, deac
of Columbia Law School, have been
sent to the city's 18,000 police officers.
But the delegate body must act prior
o a vote by the P.B.A, membership —
either by recommending approval or
by referring the proposed agreement
to members without a recommenda-
tion. The delegates could also reject
the agreement without sending it to
the membership for a vote,

Indicted for 2 Murders

James M. Klein, a New York City
businiessman, has been indicted in
Bridgeport, Conn., in the June slayings
of his former wife and her maid in
their Greenwich home. A Superior Court
grand jury returned the indictment on
two counts of murder,

Mr. Klein, 38 years old, has been
hald on $250,000 hond in the Bridge-
port Correctional Center since his ar-
rest Sept. 4 in Florida. He waived ex-
tradition and returned to Connecticut
voluntarily. Mr, Klein's former wife,
Joanne Kim Klein, 30, and her Colom-
hian-born maid, Martha Lema, 28, were
found shot to death June 2 in the
Gregnlwich home of Mrs. Kiein, a former
mu e L

Guilty in Weapons Case

Two defendants identified with the
Jewish Defense League pleaded guilty
in Federal District Court in Manhattan
to charges involving the ‘illegal trans-
portation of weapons. One of the de-
fendants, Russel Kelner, the 35-year-
old former administrator of the league's
Manhattan office, admitted transport-
ing a 30-caliber carbine from New Jer-
sey to New York. The other defendant,
Steven Rombom, a 17-year-old high
school senior, admitied transporting

explosive powder, knowing it would be
used to damage Soviet property. Both
defendants live at 646 Argyle Road in
Brooklyn. .

Prank May Blind L.I. Girl

Two eggs thrown by Halloween
pranksters hit the eyes of an 18-year-
old Bay Shore, L.I., girl Sunday night,
knocking out her contact lenses and
causing damage that may permanently
blind her, according to Dr. John Flynn,
an ophthalmologist. He said his patient,
Dorothy Viemeister of 1036 South
Thompson Drive, had been walking
with friends from the Suffolk Commu-
nity College when the eggs were tossed
from a passing truck at the corner of
Main Street and Maple Avenue, Bay
Shore.

Some of the youths riding in the truck
were later interviewed by the police,
who said they had not yet determined
who had thrown the eggs. Miss Vie-
meister was in stable condition at
Southside Hospital, with bandages cov-

ering her eyes, which had hemorrhaged
from the impact of the eggs.
